Sadly our longest serving Life Member – Brian O’Callaghan, has passed away at the

age of 94. 

Brian, or “Callo” as he was affectionately known, joined the club in the 1947/48

season, obtaining his Bronze Medallion on 16 May 1948. He came to hold a range of

positions including Boat Captain for 3 years, Boat Vice Captain for 3 years, Gear

Steward for 1 years, Selector for 6 years, Committee member for 2 years, Building

Committee member for 3 years, tour manager and carnival committee member. 

 

He was a highly successful boat sweep, winning medals at Branch, Metropolitan,

State and Australian level. 

 

He was selected for the NSW State team in 64/65 and 66/67 and was a member of

the Branch team which toured South Africa in 1964/65. He is particularly

remembered as the sweep of the club’s Miss Astor boat which he took out in huge

surf during the 1963/64 season. Showing no fear he steered his crew on a monster

wave which saw the boat famously disappear in a mass of foam and ultimately get

smashed to pieces. The stern of the boat adored the club’s wall for many years. In

recognition of his services to the club he was made a life member in 1968.

Bluebottle Watch - Understanding and predicting bluebottles along the coast

Did you know that bluebottles (yes, those nasty little buggers that sting) are right-

handed or left-handed?

Also known as the Portuguese Man-o-War, bluebottles have stung about 1 in 6

Australians. And some of you have probably been stung 6 times this season

already.

The University of NSW has been conducting a study into bluebottle dynamics,

pathways and distribution of beachings. 

Their object is to develop a risk prediction tool. (Yes, we all know that they come

in following a few days of NE winds).

The University is looking for assistance from the public. In particular, they are

requesting that we take photos and provide information on the size of the float,

length of the tentacles, and the time, date and location the bluebottle was found.
